1. Katie-Farmhouse Saison Ale. This is a beer last brewed by Black Cloister, recipe designed by
Bob Hall. This Belgian style saison offers up traditional fruity, horsey/goaty aromas and
flavors. Made special with the addition of star anise and sweet orange peel. Take a sip and take
in the farmhouse character. Don’t worry there is no horse or goat in the beer. Just goodness.

IBU 25 SRM 8 ABYV 6.5% Price Tier 2

2. Hoppy Camper — Hazy Pale Ale. A juicy blend of Citra, Mosiac, and El Dorado hops will take your
palate on an adventure. Hiking in the woods, an evening around a fire, or kicking it with your
friends are all better with a Hoppy Camper.

3. Easy — Lager. Golden yellow color, light body and tastes awesome. This lager was created to be
something special, not just another lager, it is a craft lager. The addition of rice reduces the
maltiness for a cleaner flavor. Motueka Hops have a natural lively lemon and lime
characteristics that are noticeable with a clean ever so subtle note of citrus crispness.

4. Upbeat Wheat - A light orange aroma and a hazy wheat appearance, which make for a most
enjoyable drinking experience. This beer is the feel-good, walking on sunshine beer you have
been waiting for.

IBU 19 SRM 5 ABV 5.7% Price Tier 1

5. What-A-Melon-Tart Salted Watermelon. This beer was influenced by Gose, a 1,000 year old German
style of tart, salted beer. What-A-Melon is the perfect harmony of sweet and sour, combining the
essence of ripe watermelons with a dash of tartness and a hint of salt. Be careful as this beer may
induce sudden cravings for watermelon and an irresistible urge to share the joy with friends!

IBU 19 SRM 6 ABV 6.4% Price Tier 2

6. New Sincerity - West Coast IPA. West Coast IPAs focus on hops. Citrus and floral hops nose,
medium body with a most pleasant taste. Sip after sip, New Sincerity delivers. Bittered with
Magnum, whirlpool with Amarillo and Simcoe. Dry hop with Cascade, Centennial and Simcoe.

IBU 61 SRM 9 ABV 6.9% Price Tier 1

7. Cold Break-Cold Pale Ale. A cold lager strain of yeast was utilized over the warmer fermenting ale
yeast. Plus the addition of rice to lighten the body lead to a low/soft bitterness that allows for a
“showcase of hop flavor”, without the bitterness. Hops: Azacca, Nectaron, and Rakau.

IBU 36 SRM 4 ABYV 5.3% Price Tier 1

8. Barrel Aged Before the Sun — Buffalo Trace Bourbon barrels are filled with our coffee forward
imperial stout and conditioned for months to soften the darker java notes while infusing hints of
vanilla and char. Before the sun is brewed with a custom roasted Ethiopian coffee from Actual
Coffee in Perrysburg.

9. Honeybuzz — Double IPA with honey. Honey forward, comes off as not as hoppy as other DIPA’s
due to the large amount of locally sourced honey in this beer. Don’t be fooled by the
smoothness of this DIPA, it will get you buzzing.

IBU 88 SRM 10 ABV 9.1% Price Tier 2

10. Raspberry Cream Summer Wheat. This American-style wheat beer is fermented with raspberry
juice to give it plenty of fruit flavor. Oats add to the creamy mouthfeel, making this beer as
enjoyable as a bright summer day.

IBU 24 SRM 4 ABYV 5.6% Price Tier 1

11. Earnest American Festbier- The German Festbier, served in Munich during Oktoberfest, was the
Inspiration for ebw American Festbier lager. Brewed lighter, with less biscuit/cracker/toasted
malt tasting notes to better match the American Lager style. Will be on draft at the German
American Fest.

IBU 22 SRM 4 ABV 5.5% Price Tier 1
12. Crunchy Hippie — Granola Brown Ale. This beer was developed name first, what is a Crunchy
Hippie beer? After some thought, the idea of liquid granola was used to come up with the
recipe. Brewed with oats, wheat, and actual granola nuggets. Pours a dark brown, with a light

body. Enjoy the mellow malt flavor, and slight cherry sweetness on the finish.
